MONDAY, JUNE 7 - Come join us as we travel north along the Oregon Coast to the Portland Rose Festival.  We
will make a stop along the Avenue of the Giants to walk through the Redwoods.  Our accommodations for the
night will be at the Red Lion Inn in Eureka.  We’ll have a hosted dinner at the historic Somoa Cookhouse.

TUESDAY, JUNE 8 - Today we continue traveling north on Highway 101 into Oregon.  Enjoy a hosted lunch at Lord
Bennett’s in Bandon.  This afternoon we will stop at Cranberry Sweet Candy Shop, known for their
Cranberry Candies.  Our next stop will be at the Oregon Connection, where they make just about anything out
of Myrtlewood.

FRIDAY, JUNE 11 - This morning we will have a guided tour of the Grotto.  This afternoon we will see an IMAX
show and explore the OMSI .  Tonight we have reserved seats for the Festivals Vocal Music Program.

SATURDAY, JUNE 12 - The big event - The Grand Floral Parade at Memorial Coliseum.  Everyone will receive a
souvenir program and rose pin.  You we be delightfully captivated by the exciting spectacle of colorful
exquisite floats, trained riders on their prancing mounts and professional marching bands playing in full-toned
harmony.  The afternoon is free to relax or do some tax free shopping at Lloyd Center.  Tonight we will see a
special screening of the Portland Rose Festival’s motion picture, “From One Rose,” at Portland’s landmark
Hollywood Theatre. “From One Rose” is a cinematic journey through the life of a woman born at the turn of
the century in Portland, Oregon, who grows up with the Rose Festival.

SUNDAY, JUNE 13 - Today we will board the Jet boats for a beautiful ride down the Willamette River to the
Willamette Falls.  Afterwards we will have a hosted lunch at Salty’s overlooking the Columbia River.  This
afternoon we will see the IMAX movie “The Eruption of Mount St. Helens”. 

MONDAY, JUNE 14 - This morning we say farewell to beautiful Portland as we travel south to Eugene for a no host
lunch.   Our accommodations for the night will be at the Holiday Inn Express in Central Point.  Tonight we
will have a hosted dinner at The Original Roadhouse.
